SCORING SYSTEM 
1 RACES TO COUNT AND MINIMUM REQUIRED 
The series will consist of the following regattas:

· Key West Race Week - Key West, FL    (J/80 Midwinters)
· St. Petersburg NOOD Regatta – St. Petersburg, FL
· Charleston Race Week – Charleston, SC
· Annapolis NOOD Regatta – Annapolis, MD
· Sprit Fest – Sag Harbor, Long Island
· Sail Newport Regatta – Newport, RI  (Pre-Worlds)
· Buzzard’s Bay Regatta – Marion, MA
· North American Championship – Marion, MA
· J/80 World Championship – Newport, RI

To qualify for inclusion in the final series results a boat shall compete in (i.e., come to the starting area for) at least 6 of the regattas completed. 
2 RACE SCORES 
Define 'N' to be the number of boats that compete in a particular regatta. Each boat will be scored as follows: 

Finishing place Score
First = N

Second = N - 1

Third = N - 2

Fourth = N - 3

and so on.

Boats that do not compete in that regatta (DNC) will not be scored. 
3 SERIES SCORES 
The series score for each boat will be a percentage calculated as follows: divide the sum of her regatta scores by the sum of the points she would have scored if she had placed first in every regatta in which she competed; multiply the result by 100.  If a boat competes in more than 6 regattas in the series, her best 6 finishes will be counted.  The qualified boat with the highest series score is the winner, and others are ranked accordingly. 
4 TIES AND OTHER RULES 
Race ties will be broken using rule A7. Series ties will be broken using rule A8.1. 

Rules A1, A3, A5, A6, A10 and A11 also apply.
